The Illipe tree (Shorea Stenoptera) is a magnificent tree, which grows in the forests of Borneo. The tree grows from 5 to 15 meters in height, with 5-centimeter seeds. The seeds are enclosed in a thin shell with wing-like attachments that enable the seed to fall away from the mother tree. The seeds are collected from the ground and dried in the sun until the shells are sufficiently brittle to be separated from the seeds by pounding in rice mortars.  The first inhabitants of Borneo (the Dayaks) have been making a "butter" from Illipe nuts for many centuries for therapeutic and cosmetic purposes.  Illipe butter has long lasting moisturizing properties.  It is most reknown for its skin softening quality.  Illipe's chemica1 composition closely resembles that of cocoa butter, yet with a slightly higher melting point, making it deal for use in bar soaps, lip balms, lip sticks and other stick type applications where a higher melting point is desired.
