Extinguishing Media:  Water for or fine spray.  Carbon Dioxide.  Dry Chemical. Foam. Alcohol resistant Foams (ATC Type) are preferred if available.  General purpose synthetic foams (Including AFFF) or protein foams may function, but much less effectively.  Water fog, applied gently may be used as a blanket for fire extinguishment.

Special Fire Fighting Procedures:  DO NOT USE DIRECT WATER STREAM.  Will spread fire.  Keep people away.  Isolate fire area, and deny unnecessary entry. Effects of Overexposure:

7.  Emergency and First Aid Procedures

Eye Contact:  Immediately flush with copious amounts of water for at least 15 minutes while holding 

eyelids apart.  Washing with one minute is essential to achieve effectiveness.  Get medical attention if irritation develops


Skin Contact:  Wash affected area thoroughly with soap and water .  Remove contaminated clothing and 

launder before reuse.  If irritation should develop, get medical attention.


Inhalation:  Remove to fresh air.  If not breathing, give artificial respiration.  If breathing is difficult, give 

oxygen.  Consult a physician immediately.

8.  Industrial Hygiene and Occupational Control Procedures

Ventilation:  A system of local exhaust is recommended to keep employee exposure below the airborne 

exposure limits.  Local exhaust is usually preferred because it controls the emission at its source, preventing dispersion of it into the general work area.  Refer to the ACGIH document “Industrial Ventilation, A Manual of Recommended Practices” for details.


Respiratory Protection:  NIOSH/ MSH approved respirator if exposure may or does exceed occupational 

exposure limits.
