Characteristics:  Clove Bud Oil is a pale yellow liquid with a sweet, spicy odor, favored in perfumery work.  Clove Leaf Oil is a dark brown oil, with a crude, burnt-woody odor.  

Uses:  Besides its most common use as a domestic spice worldwide, Clove Bud Oil is used in dental preparations, and as a fragrance component in toothpastes, soaps, toiletries, cosmetics and perfumes.  It is effective in treating skin infections, digestive upsets, nausea as well as acting as a numbing agent for toothaches.  Clove oil has many medicinal properties, such as:  anti-ageing, antitumoral, antimicrobial, antifungal, antiviral, antioxidant, anticoagulant, stomach protectant, antiparasitic and anticonvulsant.  

Fragrant Influences:  Stimulates the mind and dreaming, encourages sleep, creates senses of protection and courage.

History and Origins:  Chinese and Indian healers have used Clove Bud Oil since ancient times as part of their treatments for such ailments as hernias, diarrhea, bad breath and bronchitis, and for a wide variety of other medicinal properties listed above.  Eugenol, Cloves principle constituent, was used for years as a numbing agent in the dental industry.  The clove tree is believed to be native to Indonesia, but is now cultivated worldwide, especially the Philippines and Madagascar.  These two countries are the main producers of the oil, which is water distilled from the buds and leaves.
